GENERAL TERMS OF SALE
OEJBRO ENGROS AB
1. Claims. In the event of a delay and/or defect or fault in the merchandise supplied, it is incumbent on the purchaser to submit a claim within three weeks of receipt of the merchandise.
2. Force Majeure. The following circumstances shall be considered to constitute grounds for discharge from liability for the parties, if such circumstances occur after the order has been received in accordance with point 6 and constitute an impediment to fulfilment of delivery: war, insurrection or civil unrest, official seizure or other similar event following a decision by the authorities, ban on imports or exports, natural disaster, fire labour dispute or other circumstances of similar nature and of intervening significance.

3. Leather is a natural product and minor colour deviations cannot be accepted as grounds for a claim.

4. Prices are set daily and can be changed, for example as a result of a devaluation or other similar occurrence.

5. An agreement concerning the supply of goods is concluded when the seller has accepted the buyers order. The agreement is binding on both parties if neither party has cancelled the agreement in writing within 15 days. If the buyer does not accept delivery or cancels a binding agreement, the buyer shall pay compensation amounting to 20% of the value of the order.

6. If the buyer refuses to accept within the agreed time goods that are ready for shipment, or which have already been shipped under the agreement, he is liable for payment for full order, to the same extent as if the order had been delivered. In the event of such, the seller is responsible for storing the goods separately, pursuant to the provisions of the Sale of Goods Act and the Bankruptcy Act, at the seller’s risk and expense. If the buyer fails to observe the terms agreed, the seller is not obliged to continue making deliveries.

7. Any part deliveries shall be made in such way that each part is a sellable unit.

8.  Penalty interest is debited after the stated due date at 2% per month. A reminder charge is also debited in the event of late payment.
9. Any legal proceedings arising from the agreed purchase shall be resolved in Swedish court of law, with Borås District Court as the court of first instance.
